1. OPENING OF CONGRESS

The President opens Congress and expresses the hope for a successful Congress and thanks the
attendees for their participation.

A video message is shown from Dr Jacques ROGGE, IOC President, who praises the very fruitful
collaboration between FITA and the IOC and wishes all delegates a successful Congress.

5. VOTING PROCEDURE

All votes will be by electronic voting machine unless mentioned otherwise. A test was made to see
if the voting system worked and congress delegates made no objection to the use of the system
which is in conformity with the FITA Constitution.

6.2 Warnings and Expulsions

Some of the Member Associations have been inactive or have not been paying FITA their
membership fees for several years. After investigation the FITA office proposes the following
countries with a final warning. Congress agreed that if within the following two years there is no
clear sign of activity these members will be proposed for expulsion in 2011. The vote is made “en
bloc” for the four countries involved.

» Chad, Iraq, Ivory Coast, Palau (74 participants in the vote, 64 Yes, 2 No)

The Aruban NOC has contacted the FITA Office to confirm that the Archery Federation is inactive,
and therefore requested to be out of the list of Member Associations.

The following member associations are expelled from FITA for non-activity and/or non-payment of
FITA Membership fees for several years, after having received a final warning in 2007 Congress.
The vote is made “en bloc” for the countries involved.

Questions from Congress delegates were answered by the Secretary General, supported by the
Adhoc Committee Members present.

9.3 FIDTA - Report

The Secretary General informs Congress on the activities of the International Foundation for the
Development of Archery. The FIDTA works mainly with the financial interest of that foundation, and
therefore only runs projects where other partners are involved, such as Olympic Solidarity, Easton
Sports Foundation, Justice for Athletes, etc.

Projects have been carried out, such as assistance to the African Continental Qualifying
Tournament (Olympics), Judges and Coaches Seminars in Africa and scholarships for the Beijing
Olympic Games. There is also a project for the Mediterranean countries, since Archery has been
taken out the programme of this year Mediterranean Games due to low participation in 2005. The
aim is to have Archery back on the programme for the next editions.

A Master Coaches programme in the Americas has been launched where people are trained to train
coaches. Assistance was given to the first international event in West Africa, where 6 countries
from West Africa participated.

Another big project is running for the Commonwealth countries, some archers benefited from a
training camp before the Youth World Championships and then participated in the YWC. A similar
project is being thought for Seniors that have a chance to participate in the Commonwealth Games
in 2010 in India.

10. FINANCES
10.1 Treasurer’'s and Auditors’ Report 2007 and 2008

The Treasurer emphasizes what the Secretary General mentioned in his report about our financial
situation. FITA is aware of the amount of money coming in terms of sponsorship and the assets
FITA has, and the goal is to build up a reserve at a certain level, which will be kept at the end of
this Olympic cycle. We must continue to push our sponsorship efforts. Also, it is not four years that
are just covering this Olympic period, every year a new year is added to the plans and projections,
so we don’t start again from zero when we come up to the 2012 Games. Finally, the efforts made
with the World Cup event has begun to pay good evidence to FITA, since it is thanks to the World
Cup and the exposure received on TV that our sponsors list is growing, but beyond that this year
assistance is received from the city of Copenhagen for the World Cup Final, as they are covering
accommodation costs. Also, the FITA office has made relations with the cities hosting the World
Cup Final in 2010 and 2011, where the cities provide sponsorship of 250'000 USD each to host this
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event. It makes it 500’000 USD to be added to the budget in the next two years. It has a return to
FITA and in the future, it is thought to expand this support to other events and not only World Cup
finals. This is one of the things FITA is very interested in doing and taking advantage of.

The Secretary General underlines the fact that thanks to the sponsoring we have now a much
better ratio of dependence from the IOC than in the past. In the 2005 IOC Programme report, FITA
was depending 96% on IOC revenues, in this 2009’s report, FITA is at 57%. The goal is to get this
under 50% for the future and it is also part of the World Plan. On the other side, FITA is spending
more to make sure that we are also doing well on the other items of the IOC Programme report,
and the progress made is extensive. Such an investment is needed to secure Archery’s place in the
Olympic Programme and to make it an important sport in the future.

The Treasurer’ Report, Accounts and Auditor’'s Report for 2007 are approved by Congress
(participants in vote 77, 72 Yes, 2 Abstentions)

The Treasurer’ Report, Accounts and Auditor’'s Report for 2008 are approved by Congress
(participants in vote 77, 69 Yes, 2 Abstentions)

10.3 Financial Programme 2009-2013
The Secretary General reminds that instead of working with the total budget, as it depends mainly
on sponsorship revenue, we list the amount we will take from the reserves. The other thing to
know is that we are going to change more and more the budgeting in Swiss Francs (CHF), as 75%
of our expenses are in CHF and therefore we are dependent on the CHF/USD ratio. This is also one
of the reasons why we had some issues on the financial side of the last Olympic cycle because the
USD went from 1.25 to less than 1 at some stage, and this is definitely having a major impact on
the financial forecasting, cash flow, etc. The aim of using CHF is to better control and guarantee
our financial situation.

10.4 Membership fees structures
FITA’s proposal is to make no changes.

10.5 Approval of the Auditors Firm

We have had some challenges with the Auditor firm, since the Swiss law made some changes. As a
result, there is a motion to be voted in the Congress that copes with that if there is another law
change and that causes issues with the Auditors, FITA Council can resolve it quickly.

The firm Price Waterhouse is approved by Congress (participants 77, 67 Yes, 4 Abstentions)

11. INTERPRETATIONS

Since no questions were raised in relation to the interpretations they are submitted for approval to
Congress in one slot.

The submitted interpretations are approved by Congress (participants in vote 77, 69 Yes, 4
Abstentions)

The Secretary General thanks the committee members for their hard work in providing the
interpretations.

12. BY-LAWS

The Secretary General informs Congress that by the deadline foreseen in the Constitution no
request was made to discuss a particular by-law. Therefore the by-laws are voted upon “en bloc”.

The by-law decisions by Council are approved by Congress (participants in vote 77, 63 Yes, 3 No, 3
Abstentions).
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The Secretary General thanks Council and Committee members for their hard work on the by-laws
during the last two years.

13. BOARD OF JUSTICE REPORT

In the report it is mentioned that they had their first ever meeting to discuss what the Board of
Justice (BoJ) should look like in future, and there are some motions related to that.

The case of the Solomon Islands was not known at the time of the preparation and publication of
the report. The case is under investigation and at the moment the Bo] is going to ask for
clarifications on the information received and will then go to a conclusion to be brought to Council,
as decided earlier.
Mr Francesco GNECCI-RUSCONE informed his fellow colleagues during the meeting that he does
not intend to remain Chairman the entire period and he is working with the Committee to find
another Chairman for the end of the term.

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16. REPORT ON COOPERATION WITH ASSOCIATE INTERNATIONAL FEDERATIONS AND
OTHER COOPERATIONS

16.1 IPC - FITA cooperation: Confirmation of the decision on transfer of competence
between IPC and FITA for Para-Archery

This is a follow up and finalization of what was done in Leipzig concerning the transfer of
governance between IPC and FITA. The report of the Para-Archery Committee as well as the
agreement with IPC can be found in the Congress documents, and it is clearly stated that it can
only be valid if this Congress accepts this transition. FITA had a meeting last week in Nymburk
(CZE), where the World Championships were held. Those involved in Para-Archery know that every
World Championships there is a Sports Forum. The Secretary General was there as guest, because
that although the idea was accepted in principle in Leipzig, these Championships were still in
transition phase and FITA could not be there as the governing body. All members of the Para-
Archery Committee were present, also still acting as the IPC Archery Committee.

Ann WEBB, Chairwoman of the Para-Archery Committee, explained about the Sports Forum that it
is held at the Para-Archery World Championships, which is an occasion for all the countries to get
together and discuss various problems arising. All of them in the previous sport forum unanimously
wanted to become part of FITA, and it was confirmed in this one. Various things were also
discussed concerning the rules, etc. She mentions she is retiring in this Congress and that she
suggested a number of people ideas to bring forward to the new elected Committee.

Also, Rita VAN DRIEL during the World Championships went around and discussed with the
countries present asking on the progression with the cooperation between the national federation
and the National Paralympic Committee, because the transition is not only from one international
federation to another, but also for the national level. Already a large number of the countries that
take part in the Para-Archery have got together with their FITA Member Association and made
great strides towards becoming linked together. As an example, Brazil immediately started to do it,
as well as other countries already made it before. It is encouraging to find so many of them. Only a
few of the countries have not done anything, and we hope that in this Congress we can encourage
some of those countries to start thinking about it.

A report of the work of Rita VAN DRIEL was distributed during Congress.

The Secretary General suggests a combination of the acceptance of the transfer and Motion 1,
which accepts at the same time the Para-Archery Committee. These two votes go together.

The Secretary General reminds that, if it is accepted, it will be a similar system than for I0C and
Olympics. For non-Paralympics events, it is under governance of FITA. For Paralympics, the
Member Association will propose their archers to their National Paralympic Committee (NPC), and
the NPC will decide who they send to the Paralympics. As for FITA events, the Member Association
of FITA will decide who they send to the Para-Archery World Championship. It can be fully
integrated in the MA, or it can also be based on a cooperation agreement with the national
Paralympic body.

The transfer of governance between IPC and FITA is accepted by Congress (79 participants in the
vote, 72 Yes, 4 Abstentions).

16.2 Report on the cooperation with the Commonwealth Games Federation

FITA has made an agreement with the Commonwealth Games Federation (CGF). It was a result of
the discussions FITA had with CGF to get Archery into the programme of the Commonwealth
Games (CWG) and it was successful for 2010, but not 2014 yet, although there is still hope. In
future, Archery will be more and more in the CWG. The purpose of the agreement is to build a
relationship between FITA and CGF. FITA already is in regular contact with CGF, also for
development projects, and will have increased cooperation with them. On day 2 at lunch there will
be a special lunch meeting with the countries concerned, to discuss future steps in that matter, so
Archery can be a permanent sport on their programme.
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16.3 Report on the cooperation with the International School Sport Federation

There is an agreement signed to add Archery in the programme of Gymnasiades, which is the
school level equivalent of the Universiades for university students.

Thierry ZINTZ, Chairman of the Youth Committee, gives an update on this project. It is a major
achievement to have this cooperation with ISF. A report is in the Congress documents. It was
FITA’s intention to start on the field in 2009 in Doha during the 2009 Gymnasiades, FITA made
everything to be ready at that time, but ISF wasn’t able to fulfill their commitment for 2009. This is
the reason why FITA didn't make further steps or communication with the National Federations to
invite them to that event. However, in 2011, a competition will take place, but it will not be a
Gymnasiades event. As it is mentioned in the agreement, in between Gymnasiades, there will be
an event commonly organized between ISF and FITA.

Thierry ZINTZ thanks Morten WILMANN and the Judge Committee for their work in developing the
possibility for young judges to be educated and participate in this project.

The Secretary General mentions that as soon as FITA has further details, they will be
communicated to the Member Associations. Recently, FITA was informed that the 2011 event could
take place in France. But it will be confirmed in due time. It is important that we get the
relationship going with the Member Associations and the different National School Federations, as
it has been proven in France, some of their top archery started back in school, in such education
programmes.

16.4 FITA - IFAA Cooperation

FITA had discussions with the International Field Archery Association, with the help of Council
Member Trudy Medwed, who is also involved with the IFAA. FITA has been able to establish a kind
of memorandum of understanding between the two bodies. The purpose of the agreement is to
cooperate in areas where both Federations can cooperate and join forces to accomplish more. A
few amendments were made and agreed with IFAA and the final text can be found in the Congress
documents.

FITA and IFAA will have a joint event in the World Masters Games, to show that they are
cooperating together.

The signing of the memorandum of understanding between FITA and IFAA is accepted by Congress
(79 participants in the vote, 71 Yes, 3 No, 2 Abstentions).

FITA will inform IFAA of this acceptance and it is foreseen that IFAA will do the same in their next
Congress to finalise the memorandum of understanding.

17. MOTIONS & PROPOSALS FOR LAWS

Below are the comments or questions that were raised:

Motion 6

The Secretary General reminds that, independent of the result of the vote, it will remain an

appointed position for the next two years. There is no election possible at this moment, as the
amendment was proposed after the deadline to request for nominations.
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Motion 5 and 10
As agreed with Archery Australia Inc. Motion 5 will be voted for and following its result, editorial
changes will be made to Motion 10, as it is basically saying the same.

Motion 7, 17 and 8
Motion 7 and 17 will be voted together, as they are about the same topic. If Motion 7/17 fails,
Motion 8 will then be voted for.

Carole HICKS, President of the Oceania Archery Confederation (OAC), mentions OAC's
disappointment to learn of this motion, not knowing Archery Australia Inc. had proposed a motion
to disestablish the Continental Advisory Board (CAB). This Board had met over a number of years,
and in 2006 a very productive meeting was held with the President and some Council Members. It
was exceptionally useful for Africa and Oceania, as they are the two most difficult continents in
terms of size and transport, also the two poorest of the Continental Associations. Although Africa
and Oceania requested Council to meet in 2007 and 2008, no such meeting took place.

Greg GOEBEL (AUS) replies by asking the question, what has been achieved today by the CAB?
Moving to a World Archery Plan, it will be time to look at efficiency of operations, not adding
another group of people meeting.

The Secretary General adds that Motion 3 is further linked to this, as it says that there will be a
one-to-one meeting between FITA and a Continental Association every two years on non-Congress
years to define a clear memorandum of understanding on cooperation that takes into consideration
the specificity of each Continental Association since you cannot compare the different continents.

Motion 24

Greg GOEBEL (AUS) gave an example on the reason of this Motion, by comparing a 50 and a 70
year old archers shooting together on the same distances, against shooting in two different
categories (one 50+ and another 70+), one at 90m and the other at 70m.

The Secretary General comments on the effective date of this Motion on 1 January 2010. If a
change is made in terms of age groups, based on the current wording of the rules, it does not
make sense to put it into effect on 1 April 2010 (especially for cadets and juniors, in Motion 25), as
they will then shoot a higher category for 3 months, and then go back to a younger category. This
way, they start the year in the right category, without having to change on 1 April 2010.

Motion 26

This motion is a direct result of the Archery World Plan and the working group that has worked a
lot in the last two years. The Secretary General shows two videos of the mixed-team competition
and the hit-miss target at 50m for compound, which has been tested several times with top level
athletes and coaches, so the delegates who have not seen what these two events look like, can
have an idea of them.

This motion is composed of four parts. The Secretary General suggest to divide the voting of this
motion in four parts, rather than in one block, in order to not end up losing one part that might
make sense and not lose four years if it is voted in block. The first part is for Recurve and
Compound: change of the matchplay chart. Basically, the top 8 archers of the qualification round
will get a bye for two rounds, so 104 archers will go from qualification to elimination, instead of
128.

The second part is the mixed-team event, for Recurve and Compound as well, 16 arrows, four ends
of 4 arrows. The vote concerns the principle of that type of competition, independent of what is
decided on the compound round. If both type and round are accepted, the mix-team event for
compound will be shot at 50m with a hit-miss target, and Recurve will in any case shoot on the
usual target face at 70m.

The third part is about the set system for Recurve competition: instead of having a 12-arrow
match and the higher score goes on, archers will shoot either the best of 3 ends with 6-arrow
ends, or the best of 5 sets, with 3-arrow ends. Out of the many advantages and disadvantages, it
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is easier to come back from a bad arrow, but we don't know in advance how many arrows will be
shot.

The fourth part is probably the most daring, but also the most necessary: the differentiation
between Recurve and Compound. The work group came with this proposal for several reasons:

1) The initial element required was to keep the same type of athletes, not adding additional

events (like running, swimming, being the fastest, etc.)

2) To have an event that is possible to do on a current archery field.
This proposal was presented in the World Cup stage of Antalya in 2009 to all team officials and a
big number of compound top archers and the idea was very welcome and a lot of support was
received.

In the actual proposal, we have the system for the individual round detailed. For the team round it
could be the same principle.

The qualification round will be a regular 50m target, 72 arrows at 50m and then matchplay with
hit-miss target at 50m in sets.

As there seems to be a bit of resentment among the delegates for what concerns the effective date
of this motion, Council would like to suggest 1 April 2011, but during the 2010 season, in the
World Cups we will shoot the semi-finals and medal matches with the new system. In this way the
new system is slowly introduced, and teams can get used to it, and can prepare and be ready for
2011 season.

All major events of 2010 will use the current rules. However, Torino World Championships will be
shot the new way, if it is accepted by Congress.

Archery GB has put forward an amendment requesting that this motion is changed to a proposal.
However, based on FITA’s current constitution, doing so would mean that this could only be voted
for a rule in 2013, not coming into effect before 2014. The work group and also Council think that
this is a shame, knowing that the working group has already worked a lot and made many test
events and many positive feedbacks were already received.

Carole HICKS (NZL) mentions New Zealand is concerned about the top 8 archers having byes in
the first two rounds. NZL believes it is wrong, a match has to be won by merit or not. It can also
be discriminating against the archers, going to round 3 cold, while others had shot 2 rounds
before. New Zealand is totally opposed to this part of the motion.

Tim JACKSON (GBR) asks what impact would this have on 2012 Olympic Games.

The Secretary General answers that as the Olympic Charter mentions, any rule change that comes
into effect after the Olympic Games has been awarded, needs approval from the Organizing
Committee. We have already mentioned this issue to LOCOG and the Sports Director, Debbie
Jevans, was very much in favour of the set system, which is the only part of this motion to be
applicable to the Olympic Games in London.

Lynne EVANS (GBR) is concerned about timing as with the set system a start and finish time of a
match cannot be foreseen and dead time is extended, particularly in Olympic Games and also
World Championships if we got live TV. How will it be managed?

The Secretary General answers that this is a matter that was already discussed internally with the
Events Department. First, by London FITA will have experience on how much flexibility is needed.
In any case, there is a maximum of 5 sets, not like Tennis where it can go from 40min to 5h
match. The time range goes from 9 to 16 minutes at the most. For the elimination rounds, it will
be more of a challenge, but that part is not televised. The schedule for London will be based on a
minimum number of sets, rather than a maximum number of sets. Manolo ROMERO from OBS
always said “you can go late, never finish early!”.

Greg GOEBEL (AUS) mentions the significant concern about the compound proposal. The
consequence of this would mean the death of the FITA round for compound archers. Also, what

effect would that have on compound archers’ equipment? Larger diameter arrows, lighter
poundage bows, etc...

The Secretary General answers that for sure it will have an impact on national level, but we cannot
tell in advance how it will be. In terms of equipment, having a lighter pound on the bows is
beneficial as there would be less injuries, and also reduction of cost of equipment.

Sergio FONT (CUB) asks whether the National Federations still be allowed to shoot a FITA round in
their national level competitions.

The Secretary General answers that the discussion is about what is going to happen in the World
Championships. At national level, it is totally up to the Federation to organize the different existing
rounds.

Tim JACKSON (GBR) requests to withdraw their amendment for their proposal and Congress has no
objection.

Sergio FONT (CUB) requests that the wording of these new rules is carefully studied, in order to
not confuse Member Associations.

Kenneth BEARMAN, Chairman of the Coaches Committee raises the question on what uniforms
should be used in the mixed team event and the Secretary General informs that this matter will be
handled by a bylaw in the next Council meeting.

Motion 28

Derrick Lovell, Chairman of the Field Committee, mentions that after discussion with a number of
team captains at the World Championships in Wales, they didn’t want the tournament shorten. It is
a bit tight to do 12 targets in one day, making a late finish. The Field Committee suggestion is to
have 8 targets for the second elimination round; also the distances were changed drastically, as
some of the distances now are a bit short.

Motions 33 and 39
After comments from Sergio Font (CUB), the Judge Committee Chairman and the Technical
Committee Chairman against this Motion, it is withdrawn by Archery Australia Inc.

Motions 35 and 40

After acceptance of these two motions, the Secretary General comments that in the Style Guide
precise names are defined for all World Championships and these names will be used in the next
edition of the Rule Book. Based on the Archery World Plan, we will also readdress what is
applicable to World Championships and what is applicable to national events or both, as this is
always causing confusion among judges. Therefore, certain simplifications will be made to make it
clear for everyone.

Motion 44
Greg GOEBEL (AUS) mentions that there is no description in the Field rules in the Rule Book of
what constitutes a longbow.

Trudy Medwed, Council Member, mentions that the longbow in Field is not allowed. However, it is
well described in the 3D rules. She suggests bringing this matter up to the committees so they can
make one description of the same bow.

The Secretary General says that in the revision of the Rule Book, it is foreseen to make one
description of each bow, instead of having it five times in the five different books. Therefore, we
will not vote for this motion but it will be brought to the attention of the committees in this respect.

Proposal from NZL in relation to the World Games (WG)
The Secretary General comments that this is the wish of FITA, but the final decision rests on the
Executive Committee of the International World Games Federation.
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After discussion with NZL, it was agreed that we would see as proposal that the newly accepted
compound round would be added as an additional event to the WG in Cali (COL) in 2013. The
quota of the compound would be increased, whereas the quota of other bows would be brought to
the minimum of 12. The reason of this proposal is then to have an event that attracts public in
order to keep field archery in the programme, as unfortunately, field archery is the event in the
WG with the least number of spectators.

Proposal from AUS in relation to shooting time

The Secretary General mentions that these are basically bylaw changes, but Council felt that it was
important to discuss this in Congress. Council discussed these bylaws in their previous day
meeting, and came up with a recommendation to Congress on which Congress will vote. Archery
Australia Inc. agrees on this procedure.

The recommendation is that the 20 seconds to go to the line would be reduced to 10 seconds,
unless there are terrible weather conditions, and for alternate shooting from 30 to 20 seconds.

The reason for this proposal is that this part is televised and TV doesn‘t like empty moments.
However, Council proposes that the other amendments of this proposal are not taken up, because
this would have a big impact on the recreational part of our sport.

Council has still to make a decision on this matter in their next meeting, but this is a
recommendation to that decision.

At the end of the voting on Motions and Proposals, the Secretary General thanks the Congress
delegates for their contributions and assistance.

22. FITA CHAMPIONSHIPS

22.2 Olympic Games Organising Committees reports

» London Olympic Games 2012
The Secretary General mentions that the IOC sent a letter to FITA mentioning that the quota
places remain the same (64 men and 64 women), also congratulating FITA on the Beijing

Olympics.

Chris MARSH, Competition Manager of London 2012, introduces himself and makes a presentation
on the progress of the Olympic Games organisation, giving some interesting facts and figures.

He also shows a video on the London Olympic Games, that you can find in this link:

The Secretary General remarks that for the Ranking Round of London, the men will shoot first. This
was a request by the Athletes Committee, as it is always the women shooting first, having an
impact on the Opening Ceremony attendance, for example.

Also, for the Paralympic Games, IPC requested to have more compound archers, in order to have a
team event for compounders, therefore adding a medal. There will also be for the first time ever a
test event for the Paralympics.

20. GROUP DISCUSSIONS ON ARCHERY WORLD PLAN

The President comments to Congress that the World Plan is very important and vital for FITA and
that it was developed by the whole Archery Family. The Secretary General will make a presentation
showing the plan progressions and update. Then, Lars HAUE-PEDERSEN and Caroline ANDERSON
from TSE Consulting will work with the Congress delegates about the plan.

The Secretary General reminds that this matter was already discussed and approved in Leipzig
Congress and today together further steps in the plan will be taken, and focus will be put on the
next 3 years leading up to 2011, and to be ready for 2012. He reminds the purpose’s structure and
proposes to look at the achievements done so far over the last 2 years.

A Presentation is given by the Secretary General. The copy of the presentation is attached as
APPENDIX 6.
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After the presentation, comments are made by Lars HAUE-PEDERSEN, TSE Consulting.

He stresses that many of the things and results the Secretary General showed in his presentation
came from the input received from the working groups in Leipzig. Therefore, it would be a good
idea to repeat that success and also split in working groups to discuss about the next three
targets: 2010, 2011 and 2012. There will be 14 working groups, each having a different focus area
among 2009 Promotion, 2010 Partnerships and 2011 Expansion. Here, each group will have to fill a
report and inform whether the focus area is still relevant and some of the main challenges that
focus are is today. The World Plan should be a living document that is current and relevant.

Between 11.00 and 12.30 all delegates participate in discussion groups.

The 1% Vice-President opens the session and gives the floor to Mr UM Sung-Ho who gives some
information about the Opening Ceremony and the Championships.

21. DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS AND COOPERATION WITH OLYMPIC SOLIDARITY

Pascal COLMAIRE, FITA Development & Education Director gives a presentation about Olympic
Solidarity, which is a great help when it comes to funding development project.

The copy of the presentation is attached as APPENDIX 7.

The Secretary General adds that the assistance is available for all countries, and not only the ones
that require most assistance. Also, he mentions that the most interesting years to apply for OS
funding are in 2009 and 2012, as one is the first of the quadrennial having all the money available
and the other is the last of the quadrennial when the budget has not been spent and needs to. So
the first and the last years of the Olympic cycle are the best to get this funding.

Ann WEBB, Honorary Officer, raises the question whether IPC has a similar system for Para-
Archery, now that it is part of FITA.

The Secretary General answers that there is also a similar organization within IPC and that it will
also be possible to apply for funding, now that Para-Archery is part of FITA.

- FITA is counting on all Commonwealth countries to bring their best athletes to make it the
best competition of the CG.

25. AWARDS

The Secretary General invites Evelyn PAPADOPOULOU to join him and the President to present the
firsts ever FITA Women in Sport Awards.

Evelyn PAPADOPOULOU says that the Gender Equity Committee is pleased to announce the
establishment of awards related to women involvement in archery at every level. The "Women in
Archery Family Award” will be given to women of World Archery for their remarkable contributions
and service to archery. The "Member Associations and Females Athletes Award” will be awarded to
those Member Associations with female athletes outstanding participation in FITA major events and
others. In the near future, individual women will also be rewarded by FITA Council.

For the 2008 World Cup circuit, the following Member Associations were awarded the “Member
Associations and Females Athletes Award”, having the highest number of female archers
participation throughout the year:

1% place: Russian Federation.

2" place: Great Britain

3" place: Italy

The Secretary General mentions that there is one lady to congratulate, the President of the
Colombian Federation - Mrs Maria Emma GAVIRIA - who was nominated by FITA for the
Women and Sports Award of the IOC, although she was not chosen as the winner of the Award, the
IOC has awarded her a diploma for her contribution to the development of sport. The diploma is
given to the President of COPARCO, who accepts it on her behalf. Mrs GAVIRIA could not attend
Congress due to a busy schedule, working for a major event that will be held in Colombia.

One of them is awarded to Renato DONI,
who is kind of the Father of FITARCO, the person who created the Ambrosiano, meaning the fore-
runner of the European Championships and Grand Prix’s. He is in very bad physical health and the
FITA Family wishes him all the best. The Plaquette will be presented to Mr DONI by FITARCO’s
President upon his return and is warmly congratulated by Congress.

The two other Bronze Plaquettes are awarded to the following persons, who will be given the
Plaquette by their Member Association at the first suitable occasion:

> Tony MCLOUGHLIN - proposed by Ireland, seconded by Austria
He is a recently retired FITA judge and a member of the Irish Amateur Archery Association. he has
been a FITA Judge since 1994 and performed services as a Continental Judge on several occasions,
including for example:
European Field - 11 to 17 August 2003, Vagney
Indoor - 16 to 20 March 2004, Sassari
European Field - 2005
European Field - 6 to 11 August 2007, Bjelovar
And as Chair of Judges at the European 3D Championship in Huelva (ESP) from 7 to 12 October
2008.
In all the time that Mr. MCLOUGHLIN has been a FITA Judge he has never approached the IAAA for
assistance with funding for his travel or accommodation expenses. He has paid for all this from his
own funds.

> Carole HICKS - proposed by Great Britain, seconded by Norway

Archery GB would like to nominate Carole HICKS to be awarded a FITA Plaquette in recognition of
her long and significant work on behalf of archery at a national, continental and world basis. She
has made a significant impact on the various areas where she has worked being a leading driver in
the development of archery in both New Zealand & Oceania as well as organizing a number of
tournaments to ensure that archery participation remains strong. In addition she has held a
number of Roles within FITA which she has always delivered to a high level.

A specific reason for nominating Carole relates to the work she undertook at the FITA World Field
Championships in South Wales in September 2008. She had travelled to the event to act as a
volunteer and, due to the exceptionally difficult weather conditions experienced during the event,
she was able to use her knowledge and experience to help the Tournament Organizers deliver a
revised Championships rather than having to cancel the event. Her work was recognized at the
November 2008 Council Meeting where the Secretary General is quoted as referring to “the great
job performed by Carole Hicks who was there as a volunteer”.

Council also awarded a “Golden Arrow Award” for his contribution to the development of Archery to
Werner BEITER. This is a trophy awarded to people who are helping Archery development but are
not member of one FITA’s Member Association. This award was proposed by Germany, seconded
by EMAU and Klaus LINDAU, Council Member.

Congress delegates approve to accept by acclamation the Silver Plaquettes nominations by Council,
proposed by the FITA President, seconded by Ex-Officio Member and Secretary General, Tom
DIELEN. They were all approved as follows:

For his long and successful service to FITA as Chairman and Member of the Judge Committee, the
successful service as Head of the Olympic Games Judge Commission in Beijing and as former
organiser of the World Field Championships in Norway.

As successful Technical Delegate in Beijing.

Words of thanks also go to the Audit Committee members, as well as to Bob SMITH, Treasurer for
last 2 years. Special thanks to the 1% Vice-President, Paul PAULSEN, for his great contributions to
FITA.

The 1% Vice-President thanks the President for his confidence in his capabilities and takes this
opportunity to convey his sincere thanks for all the President is doing for our dear sport. Speaking
on behalf of everyone in the Congress room and Archery Family, he thanks the President for his
excellent leadership that is giving Archery such a great success.

Dear Friends,

It has been four years since you gave me the honour of being the President of FITA. This is an
honour of great significance and I have been working very hard these last four years to develop
FITA further. In 2005 in Madrid, I presented to the delegates my Ten Point Plan for FITA’s
future. With the help and advice of archery friends from around the world, I presented my plan
for the future growth of FITA and the sport of archery. I am very happy that we were able to
implement many things concerning the growth and development of our great sport.

I would like to briefly discuss some of the points of the plan and the progress we have made
over the years.

World Cup

As you know we have established a World Cup circuit which has become a major event in our
competition calendar. Not only have this series of events been of advantage to our archers, but
it has also drawn the attention of the international sports world, including the IOC, who have
noticed the growth of our public events and also have seen how very exciting and thrilling our
sport is. We have developed this aspect of our sport to the point where cities are now bidding
to host our World Cup finals. Copenhagen this year will assist us with some of the costs for our
finals, but in both 2010 and 2011 the cities of Edinburgh and Istanbul have agreed to support
the finals in the amount of USD 250,000 each year.

Archery World Plan

We have initiated a plan for the growth and development of archery with the assistance of TSE
Consulting. The results of our efforts to date have been substantial. We are using a
professional approach to growth and we are on target for reaching our stated goal. This effort
has involved people from around the world with their contributions of time, effort, and ideas.
Some of you have been instrumental in our plan, and for this I must thank you all. I believe
that FITA has a well organised and well thought out strategic plan. We will discuss the Archery
World Plan in greater details later on during the Congress. I would like to thank our partners
Lars HAUE-PEDERSEN and Caroline ANDERSON for their contributions towards the success of
our plan.
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New Logos

As you know FITA has a special logo for the World Cup circuit and this logo was chosen in a
design contest between graphic arts specialists. I believe that it is a well designed logo. Now
we have a new logo for the concept of World Archery. This is a modern, dynamic and special
logo for the 21st Century and it was created by Nick DARKE from Saatchi&Saatchi Company in
London. I believe that our Congress also likes this new design for World Archery. Meanwhile
we will continue to use our classic FITA logo.

New Office Organisation

We have a new office organisation under the direct supervision and control of our Secretary
General, Tom DIELEN. Our staff members have specific areas of responsibility and they are
able to respond to the needs of our members in an efficient and expert manner. In fact, we
need some more staff members in our Office for our activities but we have to be careful with
our expenses. Because of this, our staff members have to work more than usual. Especially
this summer, they are continuously on the move. I would like to thank our Secretary General
for his great effort and supervision in the Office and the Event Director, Mr Juan Carlos
HOLGADO, for his contributions to high quality competitive events. In addition, I thank Pascal
COLMAIRE and his assistant Dega NIAMKEY for their development efforts around the world. My
special thanks to Chantal STEINER for her important activities in the Office and to Didier
MIEVILLE and his team member Ludivine MAITRE WICKI for their work with publications and
on-line development. As you know we have very successful FITA Event Team and at this point
I send my best wishes to George TEKMITCHOV, Rocky BESTER and Andreas LORENZ. Their
efforts are really important for our events’ quality. I must also mention the FITA TV Team here,
their efforts being also very important in bringing high quality images of archery competitions
to the world. Again, I would like to thank Dean ALBERGA and Matteo PISANI for their
contributions to our success. We have two key persons in the office, Caroline MURAT and
Sandrine BLATTER MARTINEZ. I thank them for their great contributions to the financial issues
and events support.

Unfortunately we will miss the services and great contributions of Francoise DAGOURET who
has recently started to work for GAIFS and SportAccord. I believe that she will have great
success there. I thank her for all her years in FITA.

New Office Building

One of the first things we did was to move our Office to a sports centre building which provides
us with central access to the Olympic City, Lausanne. As you know our new Office was
inaugurated on 18 August 2006 with a very dignified ceremony. The terms of this purchase
were very advantageous to FITA and contain many protections of our investment in the
building.
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FIDTA

With the generous assistance of our former and Honorary President, Mr Jim EASTON, and with a
donation approved by FITA Council, we were able to establish an Archery Development
Foundation (FIDTA) in Lausanne according to Swiss Law to benefit the growth and development
of archery around the world. The earnings of the foundation are available yearly for
development projects arranged by the FITA Office and approved by the Foundation.

Training Centres

We have three training activities going on at the present time: the Middle East Development
Centre (MEAC) in Egypt, the Development Centre in Benin, West Africa, and a Development
Agent for Oceania. There is also a FITA Accredited Training and Development Centre in
Bangkok, Thailand.

I would like to inform you that we have another work in process; a high quality Archery
Training Centre in Lausanne in a forested area. We are working on the details of this project at
present. We have a close relationship with the city management about the land and the Easton
Sports Foundation about the costs of construction. At this point, on behalf of FITA I thank our
Honorary President, Mr Jim EASTON, for his generous support for this future project.

Publications

We have increased the quality of our publications greatly. We currently produce a formal,
business-like Annual Report; a copy is on your tables. This is our fourth edition of the Annual
Report. In addition, we continue to publish and distribute to Member Associations and to
subscribers the Target Magazine. This is done two to three times a year with the 3rd issue
reserved for Olympic years. I must thank my colleague Bob SMITH, as well Didier MIEVILLE,
Ludivine MAITRE WICKI and Dean ALBERGA for their efforts on this publishing. My special
thanks to Mrs Phyllis EASTON, Chairwoman of the FITA IMAP Committee, for her work
concerning our publications. As you know we have published our Competitive Archery booklet
in several languages. During 2008 we prepared and published an Intermediate Level Coaching
Manual, in modular format, put together by Ken BEARMAN and the Coaches Committee with the
assistance of Pascal COLMAIRE. Lately, we have put together two sets of guidelines: World
Archery Brand Identity Guidelines and World Archery Communication Style Guide. Next to
come will be our long-awaited Organiser’s Manual. At this point I have to mention my
University Graphic Arts Team and Printing House efforts. I thank them and especially Mr Ugur
KORKMAZ, Director of the team.

Sponsorship

I think we are all aware of the current global economic crisis. This is a serious challenge for all
of us trying to secure sponsorship to support our programmes. However, there are also
opportunities for FITA here. We have continued to increase our sponsorship income despite the
economic situation. And we have been very successful in keeping our sponsors happy with the
amount of exposure we are giving them. The FITA Office staff maintains numbers and statistics
which show our sponsors what they are getting for their sponsorship efforts. This area is one of
my major areas of effort and time. We have a very aggressive development programme in
FITA and it requires money to support it. I am confident that we will be able to continue to find
