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Minutes of the XXIst International Congress, Oslo, 1961

M. Oscar Kessels, President, and Mr. Lars Ekegren,
General Secretary, were also present, as well as other Members
of the Administrative Council.

The General Secretary explained the reasons why the
Congress papers had been distributed too late according to
the F.IT.A. Constitution. Among other things, some of the
Committees had been very late. Still he thought that it would
be unwise to postpone such important questions to a future
Congress.

The President then asked Congress if the 1961 Session
could take place, in spite of the late distribution of Congress
papers, after the explanation just given by the General
Secretary. The answer was yes.

M. Kessels then opened the Session of the XXIst Inter-
national Congress.

II Qualification for competing in the World Championship
Tournament of 1961

In the absence of the Treasurer, Mr. Torsten Fahlman,
the General Secretary reported that all National Archery
Associations present were in good standing and had paid their
Annual Fees. Congress accepted this explanation and decided
that all Nations present were entitled to compete in the World
Championship Tournament of 1961.

I Affiliation of mew National Archery Associations

The General Secretary reported that the National Archery
Associations of Eastern Germany, Italy and Northern Korea
had formally asked for affiliation, and that all conditions had
been fulfilled.

Great Britain and Norway asked for voting by secret
ballot. Such voting took place.

All these Associations became Members, Eastern
Germany by 11 votes to 6, Italy by 17 votes and Northern
Korea by 14 votes to 3.

M. Kessels congratulated the three New Members, and
addressed himself specially to the present Observer from
Eastern Germany, who expressed his gratitude on behalf of
his Association.

IV Report on the World Championship Tournament of 1961

Mr. Arild Honne, President of the Organising Com-
mittee, reported on the Tournament Programme. From the
Team Captains’ Meeting the same morning it was reported
that the following Commission Technique had been elected
for the Tournament: i

M. Kessels expressed his gratitude to Mr. Honne and his
Organising Committee for the work they had done.

The President, the General Secretary and the Treasurer
were also present, as well as some Members of the Admini-
strative Council.

The President opened the Meeting and welcomed
especially Mr. Fahlman, who had not taken part in the first
part of the Congress. He also welcomed Mr. Lehmann, taking
part in a Congress Meeting for the first time.

VI Minutes of the F.I.T.A. Congress of 1959

The General Secretary reported that these Minutes had
been distributed, and that they had been printed in the
Bulletin Officiel No. 18, which had also been distributed.

The Second sentence under XI, was changed as follows:

Congress decided that the Committee shall carry on. In

the future all Congress Motions shall be sent to that

Committee in order to get the Committee’s opinion before

the Congress decisions.

It was also decided that the Report of the Commission
Technique should be printed in the next issue of the Bulletin.
Speaking of the Bulletin, Mrs. Frith had found three mistakes
in the list of scores from the Stockholm Tournament. If they
were printing errors they should be corrected in the next
Bulletin.

The Minutes of the F.LT.A. Congress of 1959 was
unanimously accepted with the change mentioned above, and
M. Kessels expressed his gratitude to Mr. Ekegren.

VII Report of the President

The General Secretary reported that this Report had been
circulated as well. M. Kessels made a verbal amendment,
speaking of his and Mr. Ekegren’s Olympic efforts in Athens.
The Report was unanimously accepted.

VIII Financial Report

The Financial Report had also been circulated before-
hand. It was unanimously accepted, and M. Kessels expressed
his gratitude to Mr. Fahlman.

In the future, the Treasurer shall bring the books to the
Clg)ngress Meetings, in case there should be any details to ask
about.

As to the countries which had not paid their Annual Fees,
India and Mexico were excluded from F.I.T.A. They may
both bggome Members again if the Annual Fee and all arrears
are paid.

IX Report of the Commission Technique

_ Mr. Neerbye read the Report of the Commission Tech-
nique, which was unanimously accepted. M. Kessels expressed
his gratitude to the C.T.

X  Elections
(a) The FUIT.A. President, 1961-1965
Before voting when secret ballot took place, M. Kessels
presented the two candidates, Mrs. Inger Frith, Great
Britain, and Lars Ekegren, Sweden.
Voting took place. Mrs. Frith won by 11 votes to 7.
She was congratulated by M. Kessels and Mr. Ekegren.
(b) The General Secretary, 1961-1965, and the Treasurer,
1961-1965
Mrs. Frith nominated Messrs, C. Morgan and H. G.
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(b)
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Baldwin, Great Britain, as General Secretary and Treasurer
of F.LT.A. respectively. If Mr. Morgan should be unable
to accept, because of personal reasons, Mrs. Frith would
try to find another General Secretary. .

Congress accepted these nominations for its Executive
Committee, and Messrs. Morgan and Baldwin were elected
for the period of 1961-1965.

Two Vice-Presidents

As a consequence of the election of Mrs. Frith to
F.IT.A. President, two Vice-Presidents had to be elected,
one for the period of 1961-1965, and one for the period
1961-1963. )

There were three candidates: M. Ansala, Finland, M.
Filip, Poland, and Mr. Vaaben-Hansen, Denmark.

Result of the secret ballot election:
Vice-President 1961-1965: M. Filip, Poland.
Vice-President 1961-1963: Mr. Ansala, Finland.

Four other Members of the Administrative Council, for
the period of 1961-1965

The General Secretary explained that a mistake had
been made at the Stockholm Congress in 1959. It had
not been observed that time was out for Mr. Parker,
South Africa. He therefore wrongly appeared in the
address list of Bulletin Officiel No. 18. Because of this
fact, and because of vacancies after the previous
elections, four other Members of the Administrative
Council had now to be elected, for the period of 1961-
1965.

Sweden: M. Oscar Kessels, Honorary President for life-

Unanimously accepted with long applause. Mr.
Kessels expressed his deep gratitude and declared that
his heart would always be among the archers.

Belgium and Czechoslovakia: International Judges

The general thought to train and authorize inter-
national archery judges was unanimously accepted. A
detailed suggestion should be presented at the 1963
Congress.

Poland: Junior World Championships

Mr. Ekegren suggested a change from Junior World
Championships to Junior Mail-Matches. Poland accepted
the change, after which the Motion was unanimously
accepted. Form of competition: Ladies FITA Round
(70, 60, 50 and 30m). No competitor to be more than 17
years old. F.I.T.A. Mail Match Rules otherwise to apply.

International Field Archery Committee: New Inter-

national Field Archery Rules

Mr. Ekegren gave the background of the international
field archery situation, and was supported by Mr. Shenk
when he asked Congress to accept the new Rules, worked
out by the International Field Archery Committee.

The Rules had been circulated, and they were not
commented on by the Chairman of the Committee, Mr.
Hikan Blechingberg, Sweden.

After some discussion
unanimously accepted.

the new Rules were

Constitution and Rules Committee: Shortening of Shoot-
ing time ]

Congress decided that no change of the shooting
rules should be made. But future Commission Techniques
should be instructed to regard 2% minutes to be the
maximum time for an archer to shoot his or her three
arrows.

Should this time limit be passed, the archer should
be warned by the C.T. And should it be repeated, the
C.T. could decide to deprive the archer of the score of
the arrows shot too late.

Constitution and Rules Committee: Television Rights
Proposal:
Whenever a Tournament is covered by Television,
and a fee paid, the Organisers benefit wholly.
Unanimously accepted.

(&)

Constitution and Rules Committee: Black Target Centres

Committee found it undesirable and unnecessary,
without any further comments. Congress agreed with the
Committee.

Mr. Ekegren found the American suggestion about a
black target centre (the “ten” in a 10-ringed target) inter-
esting and asked the Associations present to test it and
study the difference, if any.

(h) President: Decentralisation of the F.IT.A. activities on

Special Committees

Mr. Ekegren explained the background. The Federa-
tion is growing rapidly. It is not only the increasing
number of Associations which makes problems for the
few voluntary persons in the top of the Federation—new
time-absorbing duties were coming up all the time. He
pointed specially at the co-operation with the National
and International Olympic Committees and the Inter-
national Sports Federations. In M. Kessels’ and his own
opinion a decentralisation now of the F.IT.A. activities
on Special Committees would mean a good insurance if
anything happened to the Members of the Executive
Committee, as well as an increase of the efficiency in
general. The Administrative Council should not be
Representative only, but a working Board, where every-
body is responsible for one part of the activities. Such a
decentralisation had been tested with very good results
m many countries, among them Sweden, where the
number of archers as well as the number of clubs had
increased very fast.

Congress did not find such a change necessary for the
moment. If necessary, Committees could be formed within
the present organisation.

() Belgium and Sweden: Suggestions for F.I.T.A. Plaquettes

SweDEN had suggested: Gilt F.ILT.A. Plaquette for
International Merits to Mrs. Inger Frith, Great
Britain, and to Mr. Torsten Fahlman, Sweden. A
Silver Plaquette to Mr. Hakan Blechingberg, Sweden,
and Bronze Plaquettes to Miss Mausi Evans and Mr.
Carl-Roland Martin, Sweden.

BeLGiuM had suggested Silver Plaquettes to Mr. A. L.
Medaer and M. Gaston Simon, Belgium.

All suggestions were unanimously accepted.

XII The World Championship Tournaments of 1963 and

1965
Congress accepted Great Britain as arranger of the 1963

Tournament.

U.S.A. and South Africa asked for the 1965 Tournament.
Both countries declared that visas should be given to

Members of all National Associations affiliated to F.IT.A.

Voting took place. U.S.A. won.

XIII Olympic Report

With reference to M. Kessels’ previous Report, Mr.

Ekegren reported on the present Olympic situation.

He recommended the Federation to concentrate on the

following lines:

@
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The F.IT.A. Executive Committee should keep in close
personal contact with the Members of the Executive
Committee of the International Olympic Committee, in
order to know when and how to act.

Mr. Ekegren had done so since 1949, with some very
good results.

The FIT.A. Executive Committee should also keep in
close personal contact with future organisers of Olympic
Games. In Athens this year Mr. Ekegren had had a con-
ference with the Russian delegates. They had then
promised that if Moscow was chosen to arrange the 1968
Olympic Games, Archery should be included for men
and women, in accordance with the programme suggested
for the Tokyo Games.

Furthermore, the F.IT.A. Executive Committee should
keep in close personal contact with the International
Sports Federations, and try to make them organise a
Committee for Olympic Questions. After his speech on
Archery in Athens, Mr. Ekegren had received the support
of all the 22 International Sports Federations present. A
resolution was worked out, but nobody was authorised
to put strength behind it. If a Committee can be formed,
and if its Chairman gets full authorisation in Olympic
matters of general nature, the International Sports Federa-
tions will be fully respected by the International Olympic
Committee. The International Sports Federations are not



depending on the IO.C., but the 1.0.C. can arrange
no Olympic Games without the assistance and co-opera-
tion of the International Sports Federations.

(d) Finally, it was most important that all National Archery
Associations keep in close personal contact with their
respective National Olympic Committees, as well as with
their National Members of the International Olympic
Committee. The National Olympic Commitieces are
1.0.C’s local contacts with the Olympic Sports, but they
have no vote at the 1.O.C. Sessions. All voting is done
by the personal Members of the I1.O.C. At the Athens
Session far too many I1.0.C. Members from great Archery
countries had voted against our sport. In such a situation
Mr. Bo Ekelund’s and his friends’ efforts could give no
positive result.

After this speech Mrs. Frith suggested that a
special Olympic Secretary should be elected, and
suggested Mr. Oscar Kessels. He accepted and was
unanimously elected.

XIV New World Championship Tournament Records

XV A F.ILT.A. Jubilee Plaquette E

F.IT.A. was established in 1931, and therefore a 30 years
jubilee could be celebrated in 1961. A suggestion for a special
F.IT.A. Jubilee Plaquette had been worked out and was
shown to Congress, but Congress decided not to celebrate
this jubilee.

XVI The Annual Fee
Congress decided the Annual Fee to be £16.

XVII Sundry Questions

Asked the delegates to study the possibili-
ties to form a stronger amateur rule. Mr.
Ekegren warned for such an extra rule—the
National Amateur Rules, accepted by 1.0.C,
should be enough.

Mr. Honne:

Wanted to increase the score limits for the
FIT.A. Star Badge. Not accepted.

Mr. Ansala:

Could the Annual Fees be differentiated?
Each Member Association should then pay
according to its size. This question should be
studied.

Mr. Honne:

Mr. Bolle: In order to save time, two archers could shoot
at the same target at the same time. This had
been practised and had given good results.

This question should be studied.

Finally, M. Kessels expressed his gratitude to Messrs.
Ekegren and Fahlman for the time they had spent together
in the Executive Committee, after which Mrs. Frith expressed
her gratitude to M. Kessels. The newly elected President
thanked Congress for the honour of her election and further
thanked the retiring President warmly.

TO Helsinki in Finland at the end of July, 1963 came
archers from all around the world. The Tournament
itself took place from the 24th to the 27th of July, but
during the days in advance, this truly international
company began to assemble from more countries than
had ever attended a World Championship before—from
all five Continents.

This was a splendid effort that must have given the
organisers, the Finnish Archery Association, great
satisfaction, for it must be admitted that Helsinki is
far to the north of the world, which meant many
thousands of miles travelling for some.

It should be recorded that competitors came from the
following eighteen countries:

Belgium Hungary
Canada Japan
Czechoslovakia New Zealand
Finland Norway
France Poland
Germany, East South Africa
Germany, West Sweden
Great Britain Switzerland
Holland USA.

For the first time archers came from Canada, Ger-
many (East), and New Zealand to take part.

In addition to these, delegates attended the Congress
meetings from Denmark and Spain, Italy and Luxem-
bourg were represented by proxy, and an observer
from the Philippines, in mid-Pacific, was also present.
To have representatives from twenty-two out of thirty-
one member countries present was very satisfactory.



The majority of the archers and officials were accom-
modated at the Students Village, at Otaniemi, a few
kilometres from the city. Everyone seemed very happy
and comfortable in the pleasant wooded surroundings
at the edge of a lake. The reception at the City Hall on
the eve of the Tournament was the first occasion on
which all the competitors and officials had assembled
together. After a welcome to the City, to which our
President replied, the room was filled with chatter and
laughter as old acquaintances were renewed and new
ones made.

The shooting ground was at the Pallokenttd which
adjoined the Olympic Stadium in the shadow of the
high tower that is an outstanding feature of this arena.
As usual the ceremonial opening of the championships
was most impressive, with the contingents from each
member association marching on to the ground behind
their national flag. As the President declared the

Tournament open, Honorary President Oscar Kessels,
hoisted for the first time, the new F.I.T.A. flag, to the
accompaniment of a fanfare played by trumpeters of
the Finnish Army. This flag flew alongside those of all
competing nations during the four days, the whole mak-
ing a very colourful display.

Altogether, thirty-eight ladies and seventy-five gentle-
men took part. The youngest competitors on this occa-
sion were members of the American team; Deborah
Clark, aged 15, and David Keaggy Junior, who was 16
a day or so before the tournament. The future looks
bright for these two youngsters, who shot so very well
under the trying conditions of a World Championship.
Debbie finished in eleventh place and David was third,
after holding second place for much of the four days.

During the Tournament the organisers produced hun-
dreds of duplicated sheets that were distributed to all
competitors and officials, giving every archer’s score
for each distance as well as cumulative totals. A very
efficient team of typists had been provided by the
organisers to provide this service. The public address

system was kept busy between ends making announce-
ments, giving leading archers and their scores, music,
and from time to time the playing of a fanfare. Many
people commented about this, and for the information
of those who do not know, this most tuneful piece was
composed by one of our vice-presidents, Mr. Jiri Bastar
of Czechoslovakia, especially for F.LT.A. (See the
announcement on Page 29).

Although there was a little rain early on two morn-
ings, this did not interfere with the shooting, and the
weather was very geod for the four days. After a cloudy
afternoon on the last day, the sun shone brilliantly
when the time came to acclaim the champions of the
world and the champion teams. This ceremony is im-
pressive and dignified, as it should be. The playing of
{he national anthems and the raising of the national
flags of the winners must make them feel very proud
as they stand on the rostrum. It was a nice gesture of
the organisers to present carnations to all the individuals
and teams prior to them being presented with their
medals by the F.IT.A. President, Mrs. Inger Frith, who
was assisted in this duty by the President of the Finnish
Archery Association, Major General Veikko Koppinen.

As the Tournament was declared closed our flag was
Towered, and the F.LT.A. fanfare was played for the
last time.

The Challenge Trophies and many other prizes
provided by the Finnish Archery Association were
presented at the banquet, which took place on Sunday
evening, 28th July. :

This particular tournament may well be remembered
as the one when ten out of twelve world championship
records were broken. In fact the old record scores were
exceeded on twenty occasions. Only two records were
not broken—the second distance for both ladies and
gentlemen. The current records have stood for six years.

How pleasant to see sportsmen and women of so many
countries taking part in such a friendly competition,
good fellowship between one and another being evident
all the time. What a pity politics have to cut sometimes
into the field of sports, for surely there could be no
better ambassadors of goodwill than sportsmen and
sportswomen.

We must not conclude without saying “thank you”
to the Finnish Archery Association for their efforts in
making the many and varied preparations that go to
make up a world championship tournament, particu-
larly as they had less than half the usual time to make
their plans. No criticisms were heard of the austerity
tournament without the usual frills,

AWARD of FIT.A. PLAQUETTES

Recommended on behalf of the South African National
Archery Association by their Chairman, Mr. Eric Parker,
in the following terms:

“ A Silver Plaquette be awarded to MR. ARILD
HONNE (Norway) and to MR. RONALD HUNTER
(South Africa) for their outstanding contribution to
International Archery as members of the International
Sub-Committee for Rules and Regulations, which
Corlnmittee redrafted the F.I.T.A. Constitution and
Rules.”

III President’s Opening Remarks

Madam President reported that she had recently been
entertained for four days by Germany East. She thanked the
representatives present from that Association for the
hospitality extended to her.

Madam President also referred to the apparent mis-
understanding in procedure insofar as a Member Association
had circulated other members, some of whom replied and
others not. She drew attention to the correct procedure; the
Executive Committee dealt with day-to-day business; anything
special is referred to the Administrative Council and if the
Member Association was not satisfied a special meeting of the
Council could be called between Congresses.

On behalf of F.IT.A. she thanked Finland for organising
the World Championships when Great Britain had to with-
draw for reasons beyond their control.

IV Approval of Minutes

In view of certain objections made by Norway to the
Minutes circulated after the XXIst Congress, each item was
taken separately. The Minutes were amended in certain cases
and the approved version will be filed in the Minute Book as
well as being circulated.

V Matters Arising from the Minutes
There were none.

VI One of the Motions

The President, with Congress’s approval, next took Item
15(3) on the agenda and proposed that this matter be left on
the table. Agreed.

VII Confirmation of Secretary’s Appointment

Congress approved the Administrative Council’s appoint-
ment of Mr. A. R. Harvey. The Secretary thanked Congress
for the confirmation and assured them that he would carry
out the duties to the best of his ability.

VIII President’s Report (Appendix A}
The Report, as circulated, was presented for approval.
The President then reported that the delegates at the

Oslo Congress had decided to recognise the service to F.IT.A.

of the then retiring Executive Committee (Mr. O. Kessels,

President; Mr. L. Ekegren, General Secretary; Mr. T. Fahlman,

Treasurer) by subscribing towards a F.IT.A. flag to fly at

all future World Championships. This was shown for the first

time amidst much applause.

Mr. Ekegren thanked Congress for this expression of
gratitude and hoped that the flag would fly at many happy
Championships.

The President also stated that in memory of Mr. Kjellson
and Mr. Nettleton, F.I.T.A. had been presented with a Minute
Book and Gavel respectively, both suitably inscribed. The
gifts were displayed and accepted by Congress with loud
applause.

XV Motions

1. Amateur Rule. In making the proposal that a new
Amateur Rule be adopted, the President stated that, if
accepted, a proposed date for its introduction will be 1st
January, 1964.

If Congress wished to adopt the new Olympic Rule
(Eligibility Rules of the International Olympic Com-
mittee) in its entirety and add it to our present rule
(Article 310(b)) instead of the proposed motion, then in
future any changes by the 1.0.C. would automatically
apply to our Amateur Rule. This was accepted without
further discussion and the proposal was carried nem con.

2. Tolerance of measurement on target faces. The proposal
was carried (see Page 33 for addition to Article 701).

Mr. Shenk asked if it would be possible to standardise
the colours on target faces throughout the world. It was
pointed out that colour standards had been the subject
of an article in a past issue of the Bulletin Officiel.

3. See Minute 6.

4, Future of the World Championships. This matter to be
considered under Item 14 on the Agenda (I.0.C. Dele-
gate’s Report).

5. Honorary award to the I.O.C. President. It was agreed
by Congress that a Gilt F.I.T.A. Plaquette be awarded
to the President of the International Olympic Committee,
Mr. Avery Brundage.

6. Archers’ Identification Labels. Congress accepted the
principle that in future archers competing in World
Championships should be issued with a name badge to
be worn during the period of the Tournament for the
better identification of each other.

7. Alterations to World Championship Tournament Regula-
tions : —

(a) As a result of a hand vote that did not carry a two-
thirds majority, it was agreed that the time limit of
2% minutes per end of three arrows should remain as
a recommendation to the Technical Commission.

(b) The motion that the shooting field should be an open
field and not an arena was accepted in principle but
that no rule be framed.

(c) Sweden withdrew this motion.

8. Age Limit for Junior Archers. As F.IT.A. had no age
limit for entries to World Championships, no change
would be made to the Junior Mail Match age as ap-
proved at the 1961 Congress.

9. Appointment of Selection Committee. Congress accepted
as satisfactory the issuing of voting papers a day of so
in advance of the elections, as was being done this year.

10. Field Archery Committee. This would be dealt with
under Item 25 of the Congress Part II Agenda.

XVI Award of Plaquettes

Congress, having endorsed the recommendation from
South Africa that Silver Plaquettes be awarded to Mr. A.
Honne and Mr. R. Hunter, the President made the presenta-
tion personally to Mr. Honne, and as Mr. Hunter was not
present the South African delegate accepted the Plaquette on
his behalf, amidst much appreciative applause.

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XVII World Championships 1965 and 1967

(a) In view of the present political difficulties, Mr. Shenk
spoke on the efforts of his Association to ensure that
the 1965 Championships could take place in the U.S.A.
If it finally proved impossible for the Tournament to be
held, be would advise the Executive Committee by May,
1964.

In these circumstances Sweden offered to arrange the
Tournament in 1965 if no other nation applied but
they hoped others would do so as they had had the
privilege on several previous occasions.

(b) The Secretary advised Congress that he had received
applications for the 1967 Championships from Holland
and New Zealand. The latter offered 1969 as an alterna-
tive.

Congress accepted Holland’s application and hoped they
could accept New Zealand’s later.

XVIII Annual Subscription )
Congress agreed that the subscription remains at the
present figure (£16 sterling) for at least the next two years.

XIX Report from LO.C. Delegate

This Item 14 on the Agenda had been deferred until last,
but in view of the time it was agreed to hold a special Meet-
ing of Congress for this one subject at 2000 hours on Thurs-
day, 25th July.

There being no other business, the President closed this
session of Congress at 1250 hours.

1. The President declared the Meeting open.
It had been called to consider two items only from the
agenda (No. 14 and No. 15/4 from Congress, Part 1) under
the heading of “ Olympic Matfters.”
The President suggested that these should be dealt with
under four headings:

2. The Secretary called the Roll. The attendance was the
same as Congress, Part 1, except for:

3. Item (a). The President read the recommendations made
at Lausanne, and, to implement these, proposed that
Article 301 be altered by calling the existing paragraph
(a) and adding a new paragraph (b) as follows:

“No discrimination is allowed against any
country or person on grounds of race, re-
ligion or political affiliations.”
Having been duly seconded, the alteration was accepted.
The President also proposed that Article 306(d) be re-
worded as follows:
“If a nominated Member Association is unable to hold
a World Championship Tournament
(a) through “ force majeure ”;
(b) through the inability to give access to all Mem-
ber Associations; or
(c) for some other unforeseen reason,
the General Secretary, as well as all Member Associa-
tions, must be informed immediately.”
Having been duly seconded, some discussion took place.
Two amendments were tabled, but, on voting, both were lost.
The original proposal being put, it was carried nem con.

Item (b). Mr. Kessels presented his report on the second Lau-
sanne Meeting.

The International Federations had again strongly recom-
mended that all 22 sports should be included in future Olym-
pic Games.

Information was given concerning the division of the per-
centage of television fees to the International Federations.

The President thanked Mr. Kessels.

Item (c). Congress had been invited to express its opinion on
the venue for the 1968 Olympic Games.

5. WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS, 1963

The World Championships which were to have taken
place in Great Britain in August, 1963, were cancelled in
September, 1962, owing to changes in the political situation
that made it impossible for all Member Associations to enter
Britain. A new venue was established in Helsinki for July, 1963,
by the most generous offer of Finland to take over the
organisation. For this I was deeply grateful.

I thank the Grand National Archery Society for all their
work over a whole year towards making the event memorable,
all to be wasted, and I regret any financial loss suffered in this
connection.

1 would like to extend my thanks to Sweden for offering
to take the Championships if no other Member applied. Both
Rhodesia and Monaco applied, but as neither is a Member, as
yet, it was not possible to consider their applications.

6. SECRETARY GENERAL

Mr. S. Mansell resigned in August, 1962, giving his reasons
in a confidential letter. Mr. Mansell, while in office, generously
presented our die-stamped headed paper as well as paying for
all his postages, for which I extend my appreciation and
thanks.

Mr. A. R. Harvey, at the recommendation of the President,
was accepted by the Administrative Council for this office. This
has to be confirmed by Congress, 1963.

7. TREASURER
Major H. G. Baldwin underwent a major operation in
August, 1962, which held up his work for some six months.

Article 113 states: “The General Secretary and the
Treasurer shall be responsible for the care and control of all
the Federation’s Movable Assets, including all stocks . . . as
well as for dies used for the striking of any articles incorporat-
ing the F.LT.A. emblem.”

The dies used for striking World Championship Medals,
Plaquettes and other badges were not F.LT.A.’s- property, but
they have now been purchased from Sweden. F.ILT.A. now
holds the following dies: World Championship; Distance;
Team; Plaquette; Star and Brooch.

9. SUBSCRIPTION

The question was asked at the Oslo Congress if the
Annual Subscription from Member Associations could be
differentiated. With this in mind the 1962 Questionnaire was
compiled to obtain some facts and figures on which to work.
Study of these proved that it would be difficult to find a

satisfactory way for Member Associations to pay different fees -

and for the Federation to receive about the same annual
income as at present.

(b) Bulletin No. 19 was issued in January, 1963, and with
it a small booklet— )

(c) F.IT.A. Facts giving the answers to many queries
about the past as well as the present.

(d) FIT.A. Information. These News Sheets have con-
tinued to be issued whenever material was available.
(Nine issues during the period under review).

(¢) Record Sheets. The new World Championship
Records, set up in 1961, and World Records (10 new
records were ratified by the Executive Committee)
have been distributed.

() F.1L.T.A. Star Holders. A complete list since this re-
ward was instituted in 1955 was compiled and issued.

(8) Mail Matches. The results and Diplomas for the 1961
and 1962 matches have been issued. Included was the
first Junior Mail Match, 1962.

(h) Questionnaire. Members were asked to complete and
return a form with questions of general interest in
1962. Not all Members replied but an analysis was
issued in Bulletin No. 19. A second questionnaire was
sent out earlier this year, the analysis not yet being
available,

13. OLYMPICS

An extra-ordinary Meeting was called by the I1.O.C. in
Lausanne on 8th February, 1963, to which the International
Federations were invited. The subject was “Sport and Politics.”
The President as well as Mr. Kessels was present. A Report,
together with the Recommendations issued after the Meeting
was circulated in February. This will be tabled at Congress in
Helsinki.

Mr. O. Kessels will attend the next Meeting in Lausanne—
in June—of the I1.O.C., and will then present a report.

14. RECORDS

Mr. L. Ekegren has informed us that no F.I.T.A. Records
of any kind are in F.I.T.A.’s possession for the years 1931-1949.
Nor have we any Records of World Championships for the
years 1949-1961, apart from what is printed in the Bulletins.

I should like to make it our task to collect as complete
a set as is possible of everything in connection with the 21
World Championships that have been held since 1931—when
F.LT.A. was formed—as well as Congress papers and Bulletins
before 1949, and any other matter of interest we may come
aCross.

Such World Championship Records to include Pro-
grammes, Scores Sheets, Commemorative Badges, etc—all very
individual and of historical interest. If we could also lay our
hands on any of the many beautiful Championship Medals it
would be nice. Some of these will be difficult to come by but
unless we make an effort NOW these will be lost for ever and
certainly get more difficult to find as the years pass by.

I think we owe it to the future to at least try and get the
Records together.

‘May I appeal to all Members to do their best to assist in
finding what may be available in private possessions as well as
some National Archery Associations. They may be willing to
give up what they hold in order that F.I.T.A. may have a com-
plete collection for its records. Such a collection would consti-
tute the history of the Federation.

The Olympic Committee has records of everything con-
rllggtg'd with the far more complicated Olympic Games—since

In all cases a letter should be written first giving details of
what is available. It would be the intention to keep a record of
each donor.

15. CONCLUSION

My appreciation and thanks for work done by Major
H. G. Baldwin and Mr. A. R. Harvey, and to the many Mem-
ber Associations who do their best to make the work of the
Executive Committee pleasant. Also to Mr. A. Honne (Nor-
way) and Mr. R. E. Hunter (South Africa) for their most
valuable Committee work on Rules.

And let us never lose sight of the object of F.ILT.A. as
stated in the Constitution . . . “TO PROMOTE AND
ENCOURAGE ARCHERY THROUGHOUT THE WORLD.”

I am looking forward to the XXIInd World Champion-
ships and Congress in Helsinki and I hope a greater number
than ever will be present.

And may these our bienniel meetings, when we come to-
gether from all the corners of the World, always be memorable
in a happy way, although of necessity both Congress and the
shooting on these occasions must be serious.

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TREASURER’S REPORT

In view of the change over from Swedish currency to
British, and also to the fact that all Mr. Fahlman’s books,
bills, etc., were in Swedish language and currency, I have
accepted the previous Treasurer’s Balance up to the time he
handed over to me as being correct. As this gentleman has
been F.IT.A. Treasurer for a number of years, and is also
very well known to so many Members, I have no doubt that
my action will be condoned.

All subscriptions for 1962 have been paid, with the ex-
ception of Mexico and Morocco. As the former do not appear
to have any further intefest in remaining members of the
Federation, all communications to them being returned, it is
with regret that it can only be assumed that they have
resigned from F.LT.A. Morocco is still looked upon as a
Member and therefore appears in “Sundry Debtors” as owing
for 1962 and 1963 subscriptions. The outstanding 1960/61
subscriptions owed by Canada and Cuba have been paid, and
also four deposits have been received from prospective mem-
bers.

The Dies for the manufacture of F.ILT.A. Stars, Medals
and Badges have been purchased from the manufacturers in
Sweden and are now the property of the Federation. It was
found to be cheaper to buy the Swedish ones and pay British
duty, than to have new ones made in the United Kingdom.
The Dies for the printing of the F.IT.A. emblem on all
stationery and other printed matter have been paid for, so
these expenses will be non-recurring in the future.

The item of £1 7s. 0d. in the accounts for Bank charges
is the total of deductions made by the Members’ banks when
remitting amounts for Subscriptions or payments for badges,
etc., to me. These deductions represent the bank’s charges,
but should be paid by the Member, not by the Federation.

In 1963 I have only, so far, received thirteen subscrip-
tions, eight in the accounts to the 31st March 1963, the other
five since. As Members should know, their subscriptions for
the current year should be paid to me before the World
Championships in Helsinki in July next.

REPORT ON THE
XXTInd WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS

As the task of arranging the XXIInd World Champion-
ships in Archery was given to Finland towards the end of 1962,
there has not been very much time to make preparations.
Fortunately the Tournament held here in 1955 is still fresh in
our minds and as we have not made our plans to a luxurious
standard, we have managed so far.

Due to a shortage of officials we have not been able to
arrange for every visiting team to have an individual liaison
officer, as we would have wished, so some teams have been
obliged to find their own way to their accommodation. It
should be mentioned that many participants failed to inform
us beforehand of the exact time of their arrival. We hope
however, that nobody is absent because of this.

The Tournament will take place at the Pallokenttd in
Helsinki and living accommodation and the Congress Meetings
have been arranged at Otaniemi Student Village. From here
transport will take archers and officials to the Shooting
Ground. The arrangements at the Ground will be to the usual
standard. For economic reasons we cannot offer shelters of a
size to accommodate all the participants, but should there be
heavy rain there are two shelters that will protect the archers’
equipment.

Results will be announced in accordance with F.ILT.A.
Rules and in addition we shall record the cumulative scores
of the five leading ladies and the ten leading gentlemen on a
large scoreboard at the side of the Ground. The shortage of
officials may perhaps cause some delay in issuing duplicated
scores lists but in order to reduce this disadvantage, we shall
display the results on large boards as quickly as possible after
ewery distance.

We regret to record some negligence by a few Member
Assoc.ations in submitting their entries for the Tournament,
the F.I.T.A. Rules being interpreted far too broadly. According
to Article 311, an estimated number of entrants must be stated
four weeks in advance of the Tournament. This can hardly be
interpreted in the way that was done by one participating
country who said: “We intend to send a team of at least six
but not more than twelve.”

The same Article states that the names and details of
competing archers must be sent at least two weeks before the

1. INTERNATIONAL JUDGES

Czechoslovakia and Belgium proposed that a Committee
of International Judges should be considered by Congress in
Oslo, 1961. This was agreed as desirable and passed to this
Committee for a final recommendation to the 1963 Congress.
The International Olympic Committee strongly recommend
that all International Federations should have International
Judges.

The Committee RECOMMENDS THAT:
Congress set up a Committee under Article 105(k) to
handle and examine applications and present them in
Report to Congress.
Applications to be submitted by National Associations
giving :

1. Name and Address of National Association.

2. Name of proposed International Judge.

3. Experience, including practical and technical
Archery experience of candidate as well as
judging in Archery or any other sport.

World Championship experience.

Any additional information, which could be of
assistance to Congress in making such appoint-
ments.

The candidate must be present ready for interview at the
World Championship, where his application will be laid
before Congress. Congress may decline any application with-
out assigning any reason.

Duties of International Judges. If present and available
at World Championships, the Organising Committee and Team
Captains should select these for Technical Commission.

International Tournaments. On request from Member
Associations, the International Judge Committee will submit
its advice on Judges for an International Event. It is strongly
recommended that at least one such Judge be present.

Olympic Games. F1T.A. only to recommend Judges on
their current list for any Olympic Game where Archery is
included. .

2. AMATEUR RULE.
The Committee RECOMMENDS THAT:

The President’s proposal be adopted as it stands.

1. MAXIMUM TIME PER END MOTION 7a

The Committee’s Recommendation on this subject was
accepted at the last Congress (Oslo 1961. Minutes XI e).
The Committee is still of the same opinion and cannot there-
fore make a new Recommendation.
It should be pointed out that any Member Association is, of
%{oulrse, free to include what they wish in their own National

ules.

2. CHAMPIONSHIP GROUNDS MOTION 7b
The Committee agrees this would be desirable, but some
countries do not have fields available for sport. Also in the
Olympic Games it is most likely that only an arena would be
available.
This could be considered, when applications for holding the
Championships are tabled at Congress, where both place and
dates have to be accepted.
The Committee RECOMMENDS THAT:
No change be made to Article 319(a), but where
there is a choice a field is preferable.

3. TWO ARCHERS SHOOT TOGETHER IF FOUR ON
EACH TARGET MOTION 7c
_ This subject has been put to Congress before. It is a
major disadvantage from the spectator point of view and also
a disadvantage to some archers not to be able to stand and to
shoot as and when they wish.
The Committee therefore RECOMMENDS THAT:
The World Championships and Olympic Games
should continue to be exempted from two archers
shooting together, even if it is necessary to allocate
four archers to each target.
The Committee considers it would be more desirable, if
necessary, to restrict the number of entries from each Member
Association.

REPORT OF THE TECHNICAL COMMISSION

At the Team Captains’ Meeting on 23rd July, 1963, the
Chairman of the Technical Commission, Mr. Sven Ingves,
was introduced. Dr. Wotton, Great Britain and Mr. Kjell
Bengtsson, Sweden, were appointed as the two other members
of the Commission.

At 6.30 p.m., we inspected the Tournament Ground. We
measured all the distances and found these correct in accord-
ance with the F.I.T.A. Regulations. The stands, buttresses and
target faces were examined and were found to be in order.
The centres of the Golds were the correct height from the
ground.

Before shooting commenced each day, the equipment of
the competitors was examined. One of the competitors was
found to have a Waterpass attached to the bow. The Team
Captain was informed that there might be objections to this
and the competitor voluntarily removed it. It is our opinion
that such an attachment should not be allowed under the
F.IT.A. Regulations.

We found that the conduct of the shooting and of the
scoring was in accordance with the Regulations and carried
out to our satisfaction.

President, International Olympic Committee, 1952 -

Avery Brundage was born on September 28, 1887 and
was elected fifth President of the International Olympic Com-
mittee at its meeting in Helsinki in 1952. No one could have
been better prepared for this most responsible position as head
of the world wide Olympic Movement. For twenty years he
had been working closely, first with President Count Baillet-
Latour, and afterwards with President Edstrom. Before that,
for more than twenty years, he had occupied a prominent
position in amateur sport first as competitor and later as ad-
ministrator. He had travelled widely in Europe, Africa, North
and South America, and the Orient, and was thoroughly
familiar with the problems of amateur sport and the Olympic
Movement in nearly all countries.

Mr. Brundage’s athletic career began in 1905 when as a
high school athlete he was heralded as “the find of the season.”
At the University of Illinois, from which he graduated in 1909,
he was inter-collegiate discus champion, member of the basket-
ball team, and winner of a special medal for athletic
achievement.

It is interesting to note that his collegiate interests were
not confined to sport. Because of his high scholarship rating he
was elected to the honour societies of Tau Beta Pi and Sigma
Xi. He was also editor of the college magazine.

After graduation from the university, Mr. Brundage
entered all-round athletics and for 10 years, until 1918, when
he won his last national championship, was one of the leading
all-round athletes of the world. As a member of the 1912
United States Olympic team he competed in the Games of the
Vth Olympiad at Stockholm. Three times he was all-round
Amateur Champion of America. The all-round championship
is probably the most difficult test of speed, stamina, strength,
agility and endurance combined, ever devised.

It should be noted that while Mr. Brundage was making
this enviable record as a competitor he, as an engineer, was
also engaged in establishing his own successful construction
business. His practice and training had to be done outside of
working hours and had his energies not been divided perhaps
his athletic record might have been even better.

After retiring from all-round competition he became
interested in the administrative side of amateur sport. In 1928
he was elected President of the Amateur Athletic Union of the
United States, an office to which he was re-elected for seven
terms. He would probably have been continued in office even
longer had he not refused renomination. During this period
he was one of the leading handball players of the United States
and at one time Chicago champion.

In 1929 he was chosen President of the United States
Olympic Association and Chairman of the United States
Olympic Committee. Six times he was unanimously re-elected
for a four year term by the one hundred and twenty organisa-
tions regulating amateur sport in the United States, which com-
pose this Association. In 1934 he was awarded a special James
E. Sullivan trophy for outstanding service to amateur sport.

In Buenos Aires in 1940 he was unanimously elected first
President of the Comite Deportivo Panamericano by the
delegates from the countries of the Western Hemisphere at a
Congress called to organise Pan American Games. The rules
of this organisation were changed in London at the second
congress in 1948 so that he could be re-elected unanimously for
another term.

He was well acquainted with all the different sports on the
Olympic programme. For a score or more years he served as
Vice-President of the Congress and on the council of the
International Amateur Athletic Federation, the powerful
organisation which controls track and field athletlcs and he
had also taken an active part as officer and director in several
other International Federations.

When Mr. Brundage became a member of the Inter-
national Olympic Committee he was elected to the Executive
Board and in 1946 he was elected Vice-President. He is known
not only in the United States but also throughout the world as
the apostle of amateurism and one of the world’s leading
exponents of fair play and good sportsmanship.
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Avery Brundage, né le 28 septembre 1887, a été élu cinquiéme
président du Comité International Olympique, lors de sa session a
Helsinki, en 1952. Personne n’aurait pu €tre mieux préparé que lui
a cette haute fonction chargée de responsabilités, a la téte du
mouvement olympique mondial. Pendant vingt ans il avait collabore
étroitement, d’abord avec le président, le Comte de Baillet-Latour,
puis avec fe président Edstrom. Auparavant, pendant plus de
vingt ans, il avait occupé une situation de haut rang dans le sport
amateur, au début, comme concurrent, plus tard comme admini-
strateur. Il avait arnplement voyagé en Europe, en Afrique, en
Amérique du Nord, en Amérique du Sud, et en Orient et était
parfaitment familiarisé avec les probiémes du sport amateur et du
mouvement olympique dans la plupart des pays du monde.

La carriére d’athléte de M. Brundage débuta en 1905 quand,
athléte d’école supérieure, il fut proclamé “la révélation de la
Saison”. A I’Université d’Illinois, ou il prit ses degrés en 1909, il fut
champion inter-universitaire de disque, membre de I’équipe de
basket-ball et lauréat d’une médaille spéciale pour exploits athléti-
ques.

11 est intéressant de noter que le sport n’occupait pas seul ses
intéréts d’étudiant. Ses hautes moyennes universitaires et son
érudition lui valurent I’honneur d’&étre €lu membre des sociétés
Tau Beta Pi et Sigma Xi. Il fut aussi éditeur de la revue de son
Université.

Aprés avoir obtenu ses diplémes universitaires, M. Brundage
aborda I’athlétisme complet (all-round athletics) et, pendant 10 ans,
jusqu’ en 1918, date & laquelle il remporta son dermer championnat
national, il fut un des premiers athleétes amateurs ‘all-round’ du
monde. Comme membre de I’équipe olymique des Etats-Unis de
1912, il concourut aux Jeux de la Ve Olympiade a4 Stockholm.
Trois fois, il fut champion d’Amérique du ‘all-round’ amateur.
Le championnat d’ ‘all-round’ est probablement I’épreuve com-
binée de vitesse, vigueur, force, agilité, endurance la plus difficile
qui ait jamais été inventée.

Remarquons que, tout en remportant ces enviables records
comme concurrent, M. Brundage édifiait avec succeés en tant
qu’ingénieur sa propre entreprise de construction. Ses exercices et
son entrainement devaient étre pratiqués en dehors de ses heures
de travail et, si son énergie n’avait été ainsi partagée, peut-étre sa
carriére d’athléte elitelle été encore plus brillante.

Quand il cessa de participer aux concours d’ ‘all-round’, il
dirigea son interét sur les questions administratives du sport
amateur. En 1928, il fut élu président de I’ Amateur Athletic Union
des Etats-Unis, fonction a laquelle il fut réélu pendant la durée de
sept mandats. Sans doute aurait-il continué plus lontemps encore
a occupe cette charge, s’il n’avait refusé de se laisser renommer.
Pendant cette période, il fut un des premiers joueurs de handball
des Etats-Unis et une fois méme, champion de Chicago.

En 1929, il fut choisi comme président de 1’Association
Olympique des Etats-Unis et comme président du Comité Olympi-
que des Etats-Unis. Six fois, il fut réélu, pour un mandat de quatre
ans, par les cent vingt organisations composant cette Association
et qui dirigent le sport amateur aux Etats-Unis. En 1934, il se vit
décerner le trophée spécial James E. Sullivan ‘pour services ex-
ceptionnels rendus au sport amateur.’

A Buenos-Aires, en 1940, il fut élu & l'unanimité premier
président du Comite Deportlvo Panamericano bar les délégues de
I’hémisphére occ1denta1 4 un congrés convoqué en vue d’organiser
les Juex panaméricains. Les régles de cette organisation ayant été
modifiees lors de son deuxiéme congrés & Londres, en 1948, il put
&tre réélu a I'unanimité pour un nouveau mandat. Il connaissait
bien tout les différent sports figurant au programme olympique.
Pendant la durée d’un mandat, et aprés encore, il fonctionna en
qualité de vice-président du Congrés et siégea au Conseil de la
Fédération Internauonale d’Athlétisme Amateur, cette puissante
organisation qui controle toutes les d1501p1mes de I’athétisme
Iéger; il a aussi joué un role actif comme officiel ou comme di-
recteur dans maintes autres Fédérations Internationales.

Quand M. Brundage devint membre du Comité International
Olympique, il fut élu a la Commission Exécutive et, en 1946,
nommé vice-président. Non seulement aux Etats-Unis, mais dans
cinquante autres pays, il est connu comme l’apdtre du sport
amateur et comme I'un des premiers défenseurs dans le monde, du
fair play et du bon esprit sportif.



He is the author of numerous articles on amateur sport.
He has what has been called the finest and most comprehensive
private collection of Asiatic art in the world. This collection
has been given to the City of San Francisco, which is building
a new wing on its Museum to house it. He js a Trustee of the
Art Institute of Chicago. Because of his activities in the field
of sport and physical education, Mr. Brundage has been the
recipient of honorary college degrees and of awards and
decorations from many countries.
