Main changes:

- defining interest, conflict of interest, independence;

- term limits for officials;

- staggered electionsand independent members to some committees;

- eligibility conditions for candidates;

- creation of Electoral Committee

M1 Governance motion

Main changes:

- change of some deadlines, some stay the same 
Å Congress registration 21 days before theCongress

Å proxies 30 days before the Congress;

Å nominations90 days before theCongress;

Å final list of nominees published 40 days before Congress

- 1/3 MAsneeded for Extraordinary Congress;

- remuneration of the President clarified;

M1 Governance motion

Main changes: weighted vot ing in Congress.

Each MA can have up to 3 additional votes (total 4 max):
Å Attendancein past two Congresses (one can be a proxy)
Å Organisingat least 12 registered events in last Olympiad
Å Having participated in at least 2 major competitions with both genders in 

last Olympiad

For 2021 Congress: based on 1.01.2017-31.12.2020. Calculations will be published.

Non-Olympic formatscan have rule changes in every Congress. 

For Olympic rulesɎchangesstill in every 4 yearsonly.

M4 Congress with World Cup Final or World Championships

Congress can be held together with World Cup Final or with World 
Championships. 

This will give more optionsfor finding hosts.

M9 Removal of Indoor World Championships and Titles

Indoor World Championships no longer hosted. 

Titles for World Indoor Champions wont be given anymore.

World recordsstill apply for indoor.

M16 Include barebow in Target Archery

Barebow formatsdefined and World Recordswill be added. Summary:

Å 50 meter round, 72 arrows, 122cm targetface + eliminations

Å Double 50 meter round, 144 arrows

Å 50 meter team round, 3x72 arrows + eliminations

Å Mixed team 50 meter round, 144 arrows + eliminations

Å Same indoor rounds as for recurveand compound (18/25m, team/individual)

Barebow World Records will be updated with an interval for in thebeginning.

This does not mean it will be added to next World Championshipsprogram.

B1 6-ring target face / 7.2.3.5 /

7.2.3.5 

The use of single or 6-ring faces in all other competitions is the choice of theorganisers, who can allow the 
athletes in the same class and division to shoot on a different type of face. For World Championships and Other 
International Events the 6-ring face is mandatory except for W1.

Main goal:

Allow organisers to use full face on 50 meters if wish so. Doesnot apply to 
international events.

B2 Shoot-off for W1 and barebow/ 14.5.2.2 /

B6 Shoot-off for qualification / 14.5.2.2 /

14.5.2.2 

Forall individualshoot-offs in Outdoortarget events,if both athletes scorea 10 (recurve, barebow and W1) or X
(compound)on their first shoot-off arrow, then the match shoot-off would be considereda tie and a second
shoot-off arrow will beneededto solvethe tie.

Main goal:

Shoot-offs are shot with thesame rules in different situations. Old wording was implying 
only to matchesӐshoot-off. 

Also clarity on W1 (same as recurve) and now also barebow added.

B3 Entries for events / 3.7 /

3.7.1.3

Member Associationshall pay in full the invoiceissuedby the OrganisingCommitteebefore the official practice. In caseof
failure to pay beforethe official practice,entriesmay be refusedby the organisersor World Archeryin consultationwith the
organisers,and, in suchcase,the MemberAssociationshallbe temporarilysuspendeduntil the amountispaid in full.

3.7.4

Thenumberof officialsthat maybeenteredbya MemberAssociationis limited.

At World Championshipsor World RankingEventsexcept Para Archery events, the numberof officialswill be limited to 50%of
the numberof athletesregisteredroundedup.

Main change:

Clarity on payment for LOCs. In the future, team cannot shoot and MA will be suspended.

Also thenumber of team officials is limited with same principles as at Olympic Games 
(doesnot apply for paraevents).

At OlympicGames,World Championshipsand World CupEvents,all athletesshall have their name acrossthe back on the
shoulderarea in combinationwith the name of their country (or three letters acronym). The name acrossthe back of the
uniform must entirely or partially match the nameprinted on theŀǘƘƭŜǘŜΩǎaccreditationcard. Teamofficialsshall havetheir
countrynameon the backof their shirt. Thenameandfunctionof the teamofficialareoptional.

Main change:

Clothing clarification for international events ӛname on the clothing on theback 
and also hasto match thename in thesystem.

Clarify the consequenceif a paper scorecardis not submitted or is submitted without the
archersignature.

B10 Space on the shooting line / 7.1.1.7 /

7.1.1.7. 

Thereshall be a mark on the shooting line directly oppositeeach target butt. Thereshall also be a number
correspondingto that target butt 4 metresin front of the shootingline. If two or more athletesare shootingat
the sametarget butt at the sametime, the shootingpositionor shootingspacefor eachone of them shall be
markedon the shootingline. A minimumspaceof 80cmper athlete for indoor rounds,and a minimum spaceof
90cm per athlete for outdoor rounds shall be guaranteed. Where athletes in wheelchairsare competing,
additionalspaceshallbenecessary. ( Article21.11.4. in Book3 )

Main change:

For outdoor target archery events,minimum space per athlete is increased to 90cm
instead of 80cm.

Important to know: paraathletesare not providedextra spacein the regulartarget
archeryevents. Thisisnot a change,it wasalreadyin Book3, article21.11.4.

Outdoorswindsockson both sidesof the field andonein the middlewhenthere is a split betweenthe two sides.
Thewindsocksare to beplacedbetween2.5 and3.5m abovethe ground,betweenthe shootingline and the line
of targets, andshallbe official World Archerywindsocks.

A team shallconsistof the highestrankedthree (or two if a MixedTeam)athletesfrom the QualificationRound
unlessthe TeamManagernotifies the Directorof Shootingofficial approvedresult verifier or the Chairmanof
Judgesin writing at least one hour fifteen minutes before the start of official practice of that round of
competitionof a substitutionof anotherathletewho competedin the QualificationRound. In caseof substitution
medalsshallonlybe awardedto the athletesthat shot the TeamRound,not the QualificationRound. A violation
of the foregoingwill resultin disqualificationof the team.

Main change:

Team changesnoticeallowed until 15minutesbefore the practice of team round.
