Safety measures at events

ÅWill differ a bit from event to event, depending on the local restrictions and 
facilities

ÅMost likely measures:
Å Wearing masks in all public places (possibly all the time, except when on the shooting line)

Å Keeping distance

Å Mandatory hand disinfection

Å Mandatory checks (rapid tests or temperature checks)

Å Accommodation in bubble concept ӛalso means that no movement allowed outside of hotel/venue

Å Some countries might require mandatory PCR test before entering the country

Å Vaccination will not be mandatory but will help with travel for sure

PCR tests to return to your country will probably be made available by most LOCs, 
but will need to be covered by participating MAs.
